Academic Search Premier — This multidisciplinary
database provides access to the full text for many

scholarly publications.

RILM Abstracts — This music database does not offer the
full text of articles, but the abstracts should allow you to
determine whether the article will be useful. Once you have
identified articles, search for the journal title in the online
catalog.
