


PUBLIC SERVICES

Library circulation statistics continue to show our high volume of
use, particularly in the categories of reserve and use in building, areas of
use which require considerable transaction time.

Our reference work continues with a heavy proportion spent in
catalog assistance and instruction in use of music materials. Much effort is
spent in staff training for reference work and in the development of programs
to expedite such training. Formal instruction programs were carried out by
the music librarian on an expanded basis this year., Besides the usual class-
room work with graduate research classes in music and music education, a more
speclalized approach to undergraduate music courses was begun. As a modular
approach, this imnstruction involved presenting a limited number of specific
reference tools or instruction segments which would relate directly to the
work of particular courses. The lectures were very well received and will
be continued in this specially tailored fashion.

Two new and extensive bibliographies of our score and cassette
holdings (works of Wagner and Vivaldi) were completed in the summer of 1977
and have been used extensively by both faculty and students.

PROCESSING

Resulting primarily from the cassette conversion project, an un~
believably high flow of cards has been handled this year. It has kept one
full-time staff member and all student assistants occupied in matching, sorting,
alphabetizing, filing, and revising whenever they were free from circulation
and reference activities, and frequently in the midst of such activities.

Consistent work was applied to our cassette indexing backlog through-
out the year. Despite this effort, on June 1, 1978 we had more than 900
cassettes awaiting indexing. Therefore, we planned a major push involving
additional work-study students and concentration on indexing by all staff for
the first three months of fiscal 1978-1979,

STAFF ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Dana Romines completed all requirements for a teaching certificate
in music except for student teaching which she will complete during the 1978
fall quarter by taking a leave of absence.

Becky Smeltzer received a Master of Music degree in music theory
from UTK in Jyne. Her thesis covered "Melody and Counterpoint as Elements
of Style in Five Symphonies by David Van Vactor," who i1s emeritus professor
of music here.

Pauline Bayne continued to work on a number of publishing projects
this year. She spent the entire year seeing the Goktfried Galston Music
Collection and Galston-Busoni Archive catalog through the printing process
with assistance from Molly Killingsworth and other staff from the UT Publi-
cations Bureau.* The editing of A Basic Music Library Collection: Essential
Scores and Books about Music was completed, and the work was accepted for
publication by the American Library Association later in 1978. A bibliography
of juvenile materials, "Books on Music," was prepared for publication by the
Boy Scouts of America in their merit badge pamphlet entitled, Music.

SUMMER (1978) UPDATE

The following were major accomplishments;

1.

The backlog of cassette cataloging was finished by Stuart
Garrett of the Catalog Department in August. Although not
occurring within the Music Library, Stuart's work has great
bearing on us.

The cassette indexing backlog was completely eliminated! From
June 1 to September 15, 1192 cassettes were indexed and typed.

A card-by-card check of the filing in the book/scere catalog
was accomplished.

Complete shelf reading and physical count of all formats of
material by LC call number groupings were completed.

Four cabinets to house cassettes and one shelf-unit for record
jackets were added. This addition created new space for 4920
cassettes and 1350 (maximum) record jackets.
