@ particular effort was made to index, label, and type the cassettes
gubbed from the first shipment of our special jazz donation.

A nine-month backlog of materials, created by problems in loading new
records in Geac, was checked with the computer records, which were finally
loaded. This checking, verifying, and linking has now been completed. All
branches were asked to stop correcting material type and location problems in
the Bear circulation database. Problem forms are now sent to the Cataloging
Department for each item to be corrected. With the addition to and expansion
of holdings in new formats, we have completed and implemented the procedures
for processing compact discs and for processing and charging videocassettes.
These are the first of several changes we anticipate within the coming twelve
to eighteen months to take advantage of the UTK Library’s increased
centralization and autemation.

FACILITIES

Spring Buarter was an exceptionally busy time this year, much of the
activity in some way related to the advent of the online catalog on June 26. We
now have two public access terminals for the online catalog, and the wiring is
essentially complete for additional terminals in the reference room. Because
of delays in ordering PET terminals we are currently using Geac 836!
terminals, which are performing well in this first implementation.

Earlier in the quarter, the library conducted an extensive use survey of
the card catalog, developed by Tim Silcox. This was Phase I of an inquiry to
evaluate the success of the prototype online catalog. Phases II and IIl will
follow in the Fall Buarter, when the online catalog is fully operational.

During May, tinted light-filtering film was installed on all of the south
windows. In addition to protecting the books from harmful ultra-violet rays,
the film will keep the library cooler.

fAimong our equipment acquisitions were two new audio cassette storage
cabinets, which provide improved protection and more efficient handling for the
cassette collection, with less than half the bulk of the three old microfilnm
cabinets being replaced. We acquired two new JVYC cassette players as
successors to aging Pioneer decks; we now have a total of four new decks in our
rontinuing plan of replacing the increasingly troublesome Pioneer players, now
over ten years old. We also have two new stereo headsets and have had repairs
made to several others,

Space continues to be critical in the Music Library., With the continuation
gf our special projects and, particularly, the anticipated addition of a
videocassette carrel, working space will be even tighter next year. The
greatest bottleneck is the area around the circulation desk, which concentrates
circulation/reserve, two staff desks, form and equipment files, work space for
all processing, and the work and storage areas for three special projects. The
ideal solution for this difficulty would be to move one desk and all processing
and special-project paraphernalia to some other location. Not only would this
move separate work needing concentration from the demands of the circulation
desk, but there would also be greater room available for the expansion of our
non-print materials, Lack of reqular access to a perscnal computer is of
concern to us, as is the automation of several public services indexes and
projects that cannot be done at this time.
