2. Use the Reference Room computers to search the
Online Catalog for books on your subject. Choose the
second basic search to “browse a list of headings,” type
in the name of your subject, and select the “Subject
begins with...” index to browse.

4. Consult the electronic Music Databases accessible via
the link from the Music Library homepage. These
databases index articles originally published in print
sources. We suggest you search in this order:

Music & Performing Arts Online — The full-text of
many journal articles are available on this database. If
there is not a link to the full-text of the article you
desire, you will need to determine whether or not the
library holds the journal by searching for the journal
title in the online catalog.

Academic Search Premier— This multidisciplinary
database provides full-text for over 3,900 scholarly
publications.

RILM Abstracts - While this database does not offer
full-text articles, the abstracts should allow you to
determine whether the article will be useful. Once you
have identified articles, search for the journal title in
the online catalog.
